With the 20th
century and contemporary politics forming a point of
reference, the course opens a particular route of
access to both past and present political thought.

3".year Courses

POST 3330Y - Political Theory

Surveys some classic texts in the history of western
political thought with an emphasis on problems of
interpretation and the ways in which a tradition of
political discourse determines our conceptions of the
legitimate political activity.

POST 3350H - Politics and Creativity

Explores how creativity is a vital aspect of politics.
Students will examine and reflect upon “doing politics
differently” with the help of political theory,
consideration of citizenship, and examples of activism
through art and culture.

POST 3360H - Body Politic/The Body in
Politics

Liberal political discourse assumes the polity emerges
from the consent of rational autonomous actors. This
will be challenged by focusing on debates concerning
power as sovereignty, dominant class interest, and
governance. Sexuality, disease, the family and the body
are presumed to be beyond the scope of politics, but
these issues will be engaged.
